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1. Mail in the registration form (PDF link on announcements section of website) with your tuition payment 
no later than one week prior to the start of a class or ensemble.  A personal consultation is required for pri-
vate instruction and an audition is required for most ensembles, as noted.  Payment can be by check or by 
Visa, MasterCard or Discover. 

2. Hand deliver the registration form and payment to the AASPA administrative office at 637 South Main St.  
Please call before you come, as we do not have full time office staff. 

3. Phone (734) 213-2000 to register with a Visa or MasterCard. PAYMENT SCHEDULE—Full tuition pay-
ments are due at the beginning of the summer.  Payment options are listed on the registration form.  ALL 
BALANCES MUST BE SATISFIED BY THE CONCLUSION OF EACH SEMESTER AND BEFORE REGIS-
TERING FOR THE NEXT SEMESTER IN ORDER FOR A STUDENT TO CONTINUE WITH LESSONS OR 
ENSEMBLES.  AASPA reserves the right to dismiss students for non-payment of tuition and in addition, 
outstanding balances may be referred to an outside collection agency.  The returned check fee is $30.   

ACCENT-PLUS DISCOUNT—For each additional class the students registers for, total tuition may be reduced 
by 10%. 

FAMILY ALLOWANCE—If two or more family members are enrolled, the less expensive invoice (s) will be re-
duced by 10%. 

WITHDRAWALS & REFUNDS—If a student withdraws from a class, ensemble or private lessons before the 
end of the second summer class by informing the school in writing, the pro-rated balance of the semester tuition 
will be refunded.  No refunds will be given for withdrawals from classes or ensembles after the second summer 
class.

Although sometimes it is impossible to arrive on time, please respect your instructors by making  habit of 
prompt arrival!   

Classes, Ensembles & Workshops—AASPA does not offer make up classes or ensemble rehearsals for ses-
sions missed by students.  Classes will be made up if there is a weather closing or teacher cancellation. 

Private Music Lessons—Students registered for private lessons are allowed one excused absence per semes-
ter.  In those cases, twenty-four hour notice must be given by the student to be offered a make-up lesson.  If 
proper notice is not received, the lesson will be considered forfeited and the student will be billed for the sched-
uled time.  Students should call BOTH the school and the individual teacher.  Lessons owed that are not taken 
by the end of the make-up week are forfeited unless the lessons were missed by the instructor or cancelled due 
to weather.  Teachers will allow ten minutes to pass from the scheduled start of an individual lesson, then it will 
be considered a forfeited lesson, and the student will be billed for the scheduled time.  If a student is late for a 
lesson, the lesson will still end at the scheduled time. 

Withdrawals and refunds—If a student withdraws from a class or ensemble before the second summer lesson 
by informing the school in writing, the pro-rated balance will be refunded.
